The children will receive homework in a 'b'mgo' stgle fcrvmat. This Year
these will be set as 'assignments' on our leams platfcrvm. Each activity
will relate to what the children are learvn'mg, and theg can choose
which activities theg would like to comp[ete and when. Theg are meant
to create llfe-lcng learners who want to learn and to share with
parvents/carvervs what theg are do'mg in school. It is a chance fcrv
children to plag to their strvengths - 'Lf theg are brilliant on the computer
- do it on the computern i_]( theg are artistic - let them show that.
Children who complete their homework will be rewarded forv each piece
theg do and will receive a cervtlficate to Peflect how many pieces theg
have ccmpleted. The b'mgo homework can be handed in online or 'Lf theg
wish, the children can brv'mg their homework in and pop it in the
homework box in the classroom.

In addition to this, we will be settlng week[y
Do-od.[eMaths/Eng[Lsh/Spelang homework and encouraging children to
exp[crve Pu.rvP[eMash leahning platfchms. We will be sendmg home spellmgs
fcrv your child to learn on a Weeklg basis. These will be assessed WQQIQI.H.
These words will be taken dirvectlg fhom the common exception words that
Year 2 children are expected to know by the end of the year. Please find
some time to practise these with your child. They will also be taken from
our Year 2 Phonics Scheme.

English:

Thrvou.ghou.t the
year the children are pPesented with numerous opportunities to read and
write a variety of genres. The skills learnt in these lessons are rehearsed
Pegulahlg in writing opportunities across the curriculum and sometimes
linked to our topic work.

Children are expected to write in a neat, cursive stg[e with letters fchmed
cor*r*ect[g and rvest'mg on the lines.

Phonics/spelling:

The children will take paht in dailg phcmlcs, grammar and punctuatlcm
sessions. [he children will consclidate the phcmemes that theg have
learned in Year 1 and will start loole'mg at spelling rules and patterns.
As in Year 1, we encourage the children to o.pplg their phcm'Lcs skills within
their learvn'mg 'mclu.d'mg rvead.mg and writing.

Due to Nationwide school closure earlier this Year, your child was unable
to sit their Phonics Scrveenmg Test in June 2020. This will be now be taken
durv'mg our Autumn 2 term. These results will not be publlshed bg the DfE
but theg will be submitted to the Local Authohitg.

Maths:

An important aspect o]t Mathematics is be'mg able to work mentallg.. In
Year 2, we will start to work more on appllco.tlcm and prvob[em solv’mg. To
support the children’s leo.rm'mg in the classroom we will be setting ‘extras
on DoodleMaths. Please encourage your child to ccmplete these. See the
year group expectation far" more 'Lnfor*mo,ticm.

P.E.
Physical Education is a compulsory and vital part of your child’s
education. We ask that kit is brought into school on the first day of each
half term and that it stays in school. Your child should have the
following basic kit in order for them to fully participate in weekly PE
sessions:
