Children are encou.r*o.ged to br“mg in a healthg snack (pr*efervo.bly fPuLt) fcr* morning
break as theg won't receive the fr*ee piece offrw.it like theg did in Keg Sto.ge One. Theg
may be hu.ngrvg as their lunch time is later at 12:30pm.

The children will receive homework in a ‘bingo’ style format. This year these will be set
as ‘assignments’ on our Teams platform. Each activity will relate to what the children
are leo.r*n'mg and theg can choose which activities theg would like to complete and
when. Theg are meant to create l'Lfe-lcmg learners who want to learn and to share
with par*ents/co.rver*s what theg are dci.ng in school. It is a chance ](crrv children to plo.g
to their strvengths - 'Lf theL_,J are brilliant on the computer - do it on the computer, 'Lf theg
are artistic - let them show that. Children who complete their homework will be
rewarded for each piece they do and will receive a certificate to reflect how many
pieces theg have ccmpleted. In addition to this, we also encourage the children to

[eo.rvrt'mg p[atfchms. We will be send'mg home spelllngs ](crrv your child to learn on a
weekly basis. These will be assessed weekly. These words may link to the spelling rule
your child is being taught that week. Please find some time to practise these with your

child.

Enqlish:

Thz children are taught English in their class groups. Throughout the year the children
are presented with numerous opportunities to read and write a variety of genres. The
skills learnt in these lessons are rehearsed regularly in writing opportunities across the
curriculum and sometimes linked to our unit of [eo,r*ni.ng work.

Children are expected. to write in a neat, jo’med stgle with letters for*med ccr*rvectlg and
resting on the lines.

Reading:

Reading books at home is something the pupils should be experiencing every single day.
We ask that parents read with their children daily and record this in their reading
diaries. Please also talk about their Peadtng book to ensure theg have a gocrd
u.nd,ervsto.nd'mg oj: what theg have read. Please use the word lists in the diaries to
practise reading sight words.

Your child will be able to change their school reading book when they have read their
book and this has been recorded in their diary. The children are expected to change
their Peading book as and when needed. Please ensure your child’s rveo.d.lng book and
d.i.CLI‘“H come to school every d.o.g as theg may read with adults.

Phonics/spelling:

The children will take part in d.o.'ng spe[lmg, grammar and punctuation sessions. The
children will consolidate phonemes and rules that they have learned in KSI and will
start looking at further spelling rules and patterns. As in Year 2, we encourage the
children to o.pplg their phcm'Lcs skills within their leo.rvn'mg i.nclu.dlng Peadtng and
writing.

Maths:

An important aspect of Mathematics is being able to work mentally. In Year 3, we will
start to work more on application and problem solving. To support the children’s learning
in the classroom we will be setting ‘extras” on DoodleMaths which will be part of their
b'mgo homework. Please encourage your child to ccmplete these.

P.E.
Physical Education is a compulsory and vital part of your child's education. We ask
that kit is brought into school in a bag that your child will change in to. Your child
should have the following basic kit in order for them to fully participate in weekly PE
sessions:
